There should be a significant use of bungalows within the development as well as reducing the block size through the inclusion of green spaces. This would also reduce the density of the development, giving a more rural feel and be more in keeping with other estates in the area. 

Public open space should be located in the vicinity of the bungalows in Southfield Close and along Woolavington Hill to reduce visual dominance and loss of privacy. 

The number of affordable housing should conform with appropriate planning policies and the dwellings be sited in small numbers around the site.

Expert advice and a detailed review be obtained to ensure the efficiency of the proposed SUDS basin as there is a current issue with significant surface water run-off both to the north and south of the site in periods of heavy rain.

A contribution is required towards the cost of much needed improvements to the junction of the B3141/A39 – such works to be implemented prior to the new dwellings being occupied.

There is a need for improvements to the junction of Cossington Lane and the B3141, particularly improvements to visibility to the south and a footpath is required along the northern side of Cossington Lane from the B3141 and the proposed vehicular access to the new estate

Existing hedgerows, trees and field boundaries should be retained and protected in the interest of nature and expert advice be sought as to the possibility of ground nesting birds on this land.

The play equipment in the LEAP to be constructed of metal and not wood, with a smaller number of items if necessary, as modern wooden play equipment has a very short life span.

An allotment site be formed in a suitable location in one of the open spaces to meet a demand for allotments.

The Parish Council wish be closely involved in the detailed planning stage and be a party to the Section 106 Agreement with a commuted sum being agreed to take over future maintenance of the public open spaces instead of a private company.
